It’s time for Fernley residents to grab their trash 
bags, roll up their collective sleeves and sweep 
the city clean during the 1st Annual Fernley 
Citywide Cleanup! A community volunteer event 
designed to help rid the city's roads, entry ways, 
main street and neighborhoods of trash and litter. 
 
Mayor Goodman encourages you to get together 
on Saturday, April 24th with family, friends and 
neighbors and spend a few hours cleaning up a 
public area that is important to you. It could be a 
local street, park, the front of your business, or 
even your neighborhood.  
 

·  Form a group with family, friends or 
neighbors (you can also participate 
individually);  

·  Choose a clean up site or contact the city for 
a clean-up location: 784-9851 or 
cleansweep@cityoffernley.org; 

·  Register your site with the City no later than 
April 21st; 

·  Trash bags and gloves provided while 
supplies last;  

·  On April 24th, go outside and clean-up a 
public space that is important to you: pick up 
trash and litter, sweep a stretch of sidewalk in 
front of your business, pull weeds,  plant 
flowers (please be finished by no later than 2 
p.m., so City crews can haul away the litter 
collected).

REMEMBER TO BE SAFE WHEN YOU’RE ON THE 
HUNT FOR LITTER: 
 

1. Get permission from property owner if you are 
cleaning private property. 

2. Wear appropriate and protective clothing (boots, 
gloves, safety vest, etc.). 

3. Wear a hat or sunscreen if necessary. 
4. Drink plenty of water  
5. Pick up litter in your gloved hand and carry your 

bag in the other. 
6. Carry a bucket or pail for broken glass and other 

sharp objects. 
7. Do not take any risks attempting to reach litter in 

hard-to-get-to places (up a tree, down a steep 
incline, on slippery surfaces, etc.).  

8. Watch your footing, stay off rocky, steep or 
unstable slopes  

9. Don't pick up litter on bridges, roadway, tunnels or 
overpasses, railroad tracks. 

10. Do not pick up strange articles that may be 
dangerous. Don't pick up anything that looks sharp 
(i.e. used needles). Mark the location and call the 
City of Fernley. 

11. Never pick up exceptionally heavy or unyielding 
objects, dead animals, or suspected toxic or 
hazardous materials. Mark the location and notify 
the City of Fernley. 

12. Stay clear of traffic. Do not attempt to collect litter 
from the middle of heavily trafficked streets. Use 
common sense when it comes to safety. 

 

You can pledge to volunteer yourself or a group of 
people by using the contact information provided. 
Please indicate an area you plan to clean. This is more 
of a pledge rather than a reservation. You may select an 
area and find it clean when you arrive to volunteer. We 
recommend driving by on the morning you plan to 
gather your group. This way, you can make 
adjustments if another Cleanup Hero beats you to the 
scene of the grime.   
 

Why Check In or register? 
·  Registration is important to ensure City crews 

know where to go on Saturday, April 24 to pick up 
the litter your group collects. If you don’t register, 
then the bags filled with litter may be left behind 
and this can lead to problems. Other people may 
add garbage to the pile, and in addition to this 
being illegal, it creates a mess in the neighborhood. 

 

·  The city has identified “hot spots” where 
volunteers are needed. By Checking-In at City Hall 
on the morning of the event, we can provide your 
group with the tools and instruction needed to  
help with identified “hot spots.”  
 

·  There are city waiver forms and safety tips that 
must be completed by volunteers;  

 

·  The City is tracking the volunteer hours donated, 
and the amount of litter collected; 

 

·  For safety purposes, we ask that you not bring pets 
to the cleanup;  

 

·  If you have a children’s group or younger children 
of your own, that wish to participate, we ask that 
you contact the City to arrange for volunteering in 
one of our parks, off of the road ways.  

 

·  Children under 16 must be accompanied by an 
adult.
